Request of the Louisiana Department of Health—Office of Aging and Adult Services to extend the job
appointment of Gretchen Thomas, Administrative Assistant 4, in accordance with State Civil Service Rule
23.5(a), effective October 7, 2023 through October 6, 2024. The Commission unanimously granted the
request.

Request of the Department of Public Safety—Office of Management and Finance for authority under the
provisions of State Civil Service Rule 23.6(a) and (b), to allow Albert Robinson, classified WAE Auditor 3,
to work up to an additional 250 hours within the 12-month appointment period and to allow
reappointment after exceeding the 1,245 hours in a 12-month appointment period, effective October 4,
2023.

Request of the Department of Public Safety and Corrections, Corrections Services to amend a Special

6.5(b), effective October 4, 2023. Brad Nolan, President of the Louisiana Probation and Parole Officers
Association, spoke in support of the proposed Special Entrance Rate. The Commission unanimously
granted the request.

Request of the Division of Administration, Office of General Counsel, to establish a Special Entrance Rate
policy for Paralegal job titles in accordance with State Civil Service Rule 6.5(b), effective October 4, 2023.
The Commission unanimously granted the request.

Request of the Louisiana Department of Veterans Affairs to amend a Premium Pay policy for Licensed
Practical Nurse and Registered Nurse job titles in accordance with State Civil Service Rule 6.16(a), effective
October 4, 2023. The Commission unanimously granted the request.

Request of the Department of Natural Resources, Office of Mineral Resources for an exception under
State Civil Service Rule 14.1(p) to allow an unclassified employee currently serving as statutory appointing
authority in the Department to be eligible for appointment to a classified position. Thomas Harris,
Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources, spoke in support of the request. The Commission
unanimously denied the request.

Report on 6.5(c) and 6.5(g) Exceptions granted by the Director. Director Decoteau informed the
commission that 25 total exceptions under State Civil Service Rules 6.5(c) and 6.5(g) were granted
between June 28, 2023 through September 26, 2023.

Request of State Civil Service to ratify the Director’s authorization of Special Entrance Rates in accordance
with State Civil Service Rule 6.5(b). The Commission ratified the Director’s approval of four Special
Entrance Rates between the period of August 22, 2023 through September 21, 2023.

Report on State Civil Service Rule 6.16(a), Premium Pay policies, up to $2.00 per hour, approved under the
Director’s delegated authority. Director Decoteau provided a summary of premium pay policies, up to
